The Manurewa Local Board is

near to completing a position
paper to inform the Ministry of
Health legislation on drugs and the
restrictions on where they can

be sold.

The board continues to be a strong advocate towards
protecting our children and community from the harmful side
effects of psychoactive substances.

The policy is another step forward in the board’s long fight to
stop the sale of legal highs.

Psychoactive substances or legal highs such as party pills and
synthetic cannabis have recently been identified as having
largely negative effects on user's physical and mental health.
Medical experts are still unsure what the long term health
impacts of these substances are.

District Licensing Committees

As a result of the remaining legislation under the Sale and
Supply of Alcohol Act 2012 on 18 December 2013 District
Licensing Committees will take the role of issuing

liquor licences.

The Manurewa Local Board has taken a lead in advocating to
Auckland Council on our communities views around liquor
licensing including sinking lids and restrictions on RTD sales
and advertising. Communities have a greater say in objections
to liquor licences and should be taking the opportunity to have
that say.

We will continue to work alongside Auckland Council in
developing the Local Alcohol Policy.
